Jesus uses an image familiar to the people of his day to make a point about spiritual leadership. 
Good shepherds bring people to life through Jesus, but those who avoid Jesus are dangerous to 
the flock. 
 

[Jesus said:] "Very truly, I tell you, anyone who does not enter the sheepfold by the 
gate but climbs in by another way is a thief and a bandit. 2The one who enters by the 
gate is the shepherd of the sheep. 3The gatekeeper opens the gate for him, and the 
sheep hear his voice. He calls his own sheep by name and leads them out. 4When he 
has brought out all his own, he goes ahead of them, and the sheep follow him because 
they know his voice.
