some other grain. *® But God gives it a body as he has chosen and to each kind of seed
its own body.

*2S0 it is with the resurrection of the dead. What is sown is perishable; what is raised
is imperishable. ** It is sown in dishonors; it is raised in glory. It is sown in weakness; it
is raised in power. **It is sown a physical bodsy; it is raised a spiritual body. If there is a
